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History

Historically, Corio Bay Senior College (CBSC) hameh supporting young parents within the
school with a modified Victorian Certificate of Ezhtion (VCE). The program included; welfare
support, transport assistance, flexible attendamcangements, change and breast feeding
facilities, and links into other childcare supporfdthough CBSC had been supportive of
pregnant women and young parents, students wedmdrit difficult to remain at school, due to
lack of affordable, accessible childcare. As a@erim measure to address this identified need a
family day care model was commenced in 2003. Hiimwed time for the first stage of a
purpose built Childcare Centre to become registanetlequipped.

The Department of Education and Community SuppartdFprovided funding for the purpose
built Childcare Centre. The Department of Humanviges contributed funds to employ a
project worker and the aim of the Centre was t@ddésustaining once established. The Centre
commenced in 2004 with the capacity for 15 fullg¢iplaces, in 2005 extended to 43 full-time
childcare places and in 2008 are currently regstéor 47 childcare places.

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Childcare Centre

Childcare Fee Assistance

Student parents are able to apply for a Centretivikicare rebate to offset the cost of childcare
fees. This rebate is income assessed and thes redyats according to individual income. In
addition students who have children in the childa@ntre who are recipients of parenting
payment, may be eligible for Jobs Education andhirrg (JET) funding. This Childcare rebate
makes childcare more affordable for young parents.
